She is
to be frained to work on clearing the jungle so that railways can be built. The fraining is sometimes cruel, but she does
make friends with an Indian boy named Opu. It is this friendship that lies af the heart of the performance. THE
VANISHING ELEPHANT features stunning puppets designed and made by Helen Foan, including a baby elephant, a
young adult elephant, a fully grown elephant, and a tiger.
